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Greater Downtown Council Gains Support to Renew Special Service District 

Petitions to be delivered to City Clerk’s Office on Friday, August 7, 2009

Plans for the re-certification of the Duluth Downtown Waterfront District have gained support from a majority of property owners.  The Greater Downtown Council kicked off a petition drive this summer to ask property owners if they would continue to support paying an assessment for enhanced services and programs in the special service district.  We are pleased to report that property owners representing more than 60% of the assessed value within the district boundaries have turned in petitions to renew their pledges. 

These petitions also request that the City Council hold public hearings to continue the district another five years. 

Across the country, such districts have proven to be the funding mechanism of choice to improve the safety, cleanliness and economic vitality of Downtowns.  The Duluth Downtown Waterfront District started in 2005 offering such services as the Clean & Safe Team, enhanced marketing and streetscape improvements.  Since the program’s inception, the Duluth Downtown Waterfront has seen more than $250 Million in investment and reinvestment.
